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CONCORD, NH – On February 20, 2023 around 4 p.m., members of the Concord Police Department 

responded to an address on Merrimack Street in Penacook to investigate a stabbing. The victim was 

located and transported by the Concord Fire Department to Concord Hospital to be treated for 

injuries which were classified as life-threatening. Concord Police Officers worked to identify those 

involved in the incident. Detectives conducted numerous interviews and collected evidence. The 

information obtained during the investigation led Detectives to identify the suspect in this incident 

as:

Baillie was located by Patrol Officers and taken into custody on an unrelated Concord Police 

Department arrest warrant for: 

 

Indecent Exposure/Gross Lewdness (Misdemeanor) 

Public Urination (Violation) 

 

In addition, Baillie was charged with: 

 

First Degree Assault (Felony) 

Second Degree Assault (Felony) 

 

Baillie was processed at the Concord Police Department and refused the services of a bail 

commissioner. Baillie was transported to the Merrimack County House of Corrections and is 

scheduled to be arraigned in the Merrimack County Superior Court on February 21, 2023 at 1 p.m.
