Loudon, NH 

Nadeau is charged with: 

 

               Aggravated Felonious Sexual Assault- Victim under 13 (Felony) 

Endangering the Welfare of a Child- Solicit Sex (Felony) 

 

On September 30, 2023, the New Hampshire Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) Task Force 

received information from the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children (NCMEC). The 

information was forwarded to the Concord Police Department Computer Crimes Unit (CCU) for 

investigation. The information indicated child sexual abuse images had been uploaded to the internet. 

NCMEC further indicated the child sexual abuse images were possibly homemade. 

 

Investigators obtained several search warrants and collected evidence. Probable cause was established 

and an arrest warrant for Nadeau was issued. On October 12, 2023 Nadeau was located and arrested. 

A search warrant was also executed at Nadeau’s residence in Loudon, NH. 

 

Nadeau was processed at the Concord Police Department. Nadeau refused the services of a bail 

commissioner and transported to the Merrimack County House of Corrections. Nadeau is scheduled to 

appear in the Merrimack County Superior Court on October 13, 2023 at 1 p.m. for arraignment. 

 

The Concord Police Department was assisted in this investigation by the NH ICAC Task Force, the 

NH State Police, the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Department, and the Loudon Police Department.
