(CONCORD, NH) – On January 23, 2024, the Concord Police Department was 

made aware that individuals are calling residents of Concord and the surrounding 

areas claiming to be Concord Police Officers or Merrimack County Sheriff 

Deputies. These individuals claim that fines are owed and need to be immediately 

paid to avoid being arrested. The individuals are attempting to get unsuspecting 

victims to pay with credit cards or other forms of payment.
