BOMB THREAT 

 

CONCORD, NH – On Tuesday March 18, 2025 at approximately 1:15 p.m. the Concord Police 

Department received a report of a potential threat toward the Bishop Brady High School in 

Concord, NH.  The threat is currently being investigated by the Concord Police Department.  The 

school was evacuated. 

 

UPDATE: As of March 18, 2025 at 3:40 p.m., the potential threat toward the Bishop Brady High 

School has been dispelled.  There is no danger to the school, students or staff as a result of this 

incident.
