On August 28, 2025 the vehicle was located by a New Hampshire State Trooper at the Circle K gas
station at 500 Rt. 3A in Bow, NH. The suspect was contacted and arrested at that location. While
being taken into custody, the suspect attempted to grab the Trooper’s rifle and was eventually
placed into handcuffs.

Sanborn was later held at the Merrimack County House of Corrections on preventative detention status.
Sanborn was arraigned at Concord District Court on August 28, 2025 at 11 a.m.
