CONCORD, NH –  On October 3, 2025 at approximately 7:10 p.m., the Concord Police and 
Concord Fire Department responded to the area of 231 Loudon Road (Irving Gas Station) to 
investigate a traffic crash involving a motor vehicle and a bicyclist. Upon arrival, 
Officers learned that the involved vehicle left the area after the crash traveling westbound on 
Loudon Road. The bicyclist was transported to Concord Hospital by the Concord Fire 
Department, where they later died from injuries related to the incident.  The victim was 
identified as:
